Meanwhile, the Senate version of the bill includes advance appropriations recommendations for VA health-
care for FY 2013 that mat ches the Administration
$52.5  billion for total medical care, to include more than $41.3  billion for Medical
Services. While The Independent Budget co-authorsd AMVETS, Disabled American Veterans, Paralyzed
Veterans of America, and Veterans of Foreign Warsd are generally pleased with this recommendation, Con-
gress and the Administration must remain vigilant to ensure that this level of funding is sufficient when FY
2013 demand is reevaluated next year.
